Since 2002, the Volyn oblast together
with the other 6 oblasts of Ukraine,
has been included in the
implementation of the second-
generation surveillance project.

The study initially involved 50 SWs,
then (every 2 years) - 100 and 150
FSWs

The prevalence of HIV among SWs in
2002 was 2% (1 HIV+ out of 50 SWs),
8% in 2004 (8 HIV+ out of 100 SWs).

Subsequently, the prevalence
decreased due to the implementation
of harm reduction projects since 2006
with the support of the ICF
"International HIV/AIDS Alliance in
Ukraine" with funding from The
Global Fund to Fight AIDS,
Tuberculosis, and Malaria.

As part of the project, SWs received a
number of services: condoms, hygiene
products, information literature,
consultations, rapid HIV tests.

In the first period of quarantine (March-part of
May), the activity of SW clients decreased.

During the Summer-Autumn period, the
activity of clients, especially regular ones,
increased and intensified.

At the moment - the number of clients is the
same of the comparable past time periods. The
number of new clients has increased. (source
of information - SWs).

The number of sex workers has increased
slightly due to new SWs, who come to work on
the highway for a short period of time.

Client search channels have not changed, but
there has been an increase in calls by phone
and through online resources.

Some SWs previously went to Poland, Turkey,
and other Western European countries for
seasonal work, but quarantine restrictions
significantly affected their movement, and
such trips became limited.

Internal movements of SWs were also
restricted. Traditionally, in the spring and
summer girls would come from surrounding
villages and neighboring areas "to earn money'
in the city of Lutsk, on the border routes, in the
recreation areas on the Shatsk Lakes, but this
year there were fewer of them.

During work SWs used masks, however, often
took them off at the request of clients.

SWs did not use any personal protective
equipment during COVID-19.

SWs' mode of operation has not changed -
they still fully adapted to the wishes of the
client.

Among the total number of SWs, there were
economic losses due to the inability to provide
sex services.

Experienced SWs, who already had a client
base, on the contrary, won economically.
prices for services increased by about 20%.

Prices for sex services have increased for those
who found their clients through phone calls
and the Internet. The price for services
provided on a highway remained the same and
was based on the negotiation with a client.

There were no difficulties in providing medical
and social services on highways. Social workers
worked according to schedule. Service
provision for SWs working on-call and via the
Internet has decreased due to their refusal of
face-to-face meetings. Telephone
consultations were ongoing.

The opportunity to be tested for HIV and HCV
was fully available both in mobile spots
(clinics) and in the Organization's office.
