The impact of quarantine on access to medical and social services

« Social prevention services for sex
workers, including HIV and HCV
testing, were provided without

interruption or access limitations.

Quarantine and changes in the
mode of operation of health care
facilities have created some barriers
fo medical services access, In
particular limited access to free HCV

treatment, diagnosis and treatment
of STls.

Due to the ftransition of client
solicitation online, the number of
service recipients at prevention spots
decreased by 15%.

Use of personal protective equipment against COVID-19 among SWs

Only 10% of sex workers used personadl
protective equipment (masks/ sanitizers).
Some sex workers note the lack of funds
to purchase. Some sex workers do not
see the need 1o use them

The use of masks and other means of
protection was mostly situational and
was caused by external factors, e.Q.
being in public places, etc.

Sex workers did not place importance on
the health of their partners (the presence
of cold symptoms, temperature
measurements, the result of the COVID
test) due to a significant reduction in the
number of clients, the struggle to get
clients and the difficult financial situation
during quarantine

Other problems in providing prevention services for sex workers

« Limited funding for prevention
services in the period December
2020-March  2021. Under the
agreement with the Public Health
Center of the Ministry of Health of
Ukraine funding was provided for
35 sex workers only

« Sex workers need an expanded
package of social services,
including psychological support,
legal assistance, case
management, free medical
testing for STls, efc.
